Kit & Clothing 

To ensure your child is ready to participate, please send them to school wearing:

●​ House Colours: Children should wear a t-shirt in their assigned house colour. This is visible on Arbor in 

the profile section.  If you don’t have a coloured top, your child can wear their standard PE top with a 
coloured sticker or homemade badge clearly showing their house colour. 

Timings & Access 

●​ Start Time: Activities begin around 9:15 AM. 
●​ Arrival: The Harrier Drive gate will remain open after drop-off for your access. 
●​ Waiting Area: Please wait on the back playground  (the one with the wheels track) until all children are 

safely registered. Staff will then escort you to the top field.

●​ Viewing Area: Parents and carers will watch from the centre of the field. 
●​ The Rotation: Children will rotate around the outside of the field to compete in various activities. 
●​ Safety: School staff are responsible for the children; pupils must stay with their classes at all times.
